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Size 36/38 (40/42, 44/46, 48/50)

Instructions are given for first size. Figures in parenthesis refer
to larger sizes. When only one figure is given, it applies to all
sizes.

Materials: 200 (250, 250, 300) g of Lana Grossa Ecopuno
(72% cotton, 17% Merino wool, 11% baby alpaca; 215 m/50
g) in Red (col 100). Size 3 and 3.5 mm needles; short size 3
mm circular needle; 4 stitch markers.

Rib patt: Selvage st, * k1, p1; rep from * to last 2 sts, k1, sel-
vage st.

Half-brioche rib: Row 1 (RS): Selvage st, k1, * make a yo,
then sl next st pwise, k1; rep from *, end selvage st. Row 2
(WS): Selvage st, * p1, ktog slipped st with its yo; rep from *
to last 2 sts, p1, selvage st. Rep rows 1 and 2 for half-brioche
rib. Note: 1 stitch and 1 yo are treated as 1 stitch.

Two-stitch selvage: At beg of row, sl 1 pwise, k1; at end of
row, work to last 2 sts, sl 1 pwise, k1.

Full-fashion dbl decrease [side shaping]: On RS row, *
patt to 3 sts before mA (marker A), k3tog, sl mA, patt to mB
(marker B), sl mB, sk2p. Rep from * once more = 8 sts
decreased.

Full-fashion dbl increase: On RS row: [p1, yo, p1] in st
before mA, [p1, yo, p1] in st after mB = 8 sts increased.

Full-fashion dbl decrease [armhole shaping]: At beg of
RS row, two-stitch selvage, 4 sts in half-brioche rib, sk2p; at
end of RS row, work to last 9 sts, k3tog, 4 sts in half-brioche
rib, two-stitch selvage.

Full-fashion dbl decrease [neck shaping]: At beg of RS
row, two-stitch selvage, 3 sts in half-brioche rib, sk2p; at end
of RS row, work to last 8 sts, k3tog, 3 sts in half-brioche rib,
two-stitch selvage.

Gauge: 18 sts and 40 rows = 10 x 10 cm in half-brioche rib
on size 3.5 mm needles.

Back: With size 3 mm needles cast on 127 (135, 143, 151)
sts. Work in rib patt for 2 cm, ending with a WS row. Change
to size 3.5 mm needles. Next row (RS): Work 26 (30, 34, 38)
sts in half-brioche rib, pmA, 7 sts in half-brioche rib, pmB, 61
sts in half-brioche rib, pmA, 7 sts in half-brioche rib, pmB, 26
(80, 34, 38) sts in half-brioche rib. Cont in half-brioche rib,

sliding markers as you come to them, until piece meas 3 cm
from end of rib patt, ending with a WS row. Shape sides:
Working full-fashion dbl dec, dec 8 sts on next RS row, then
every 12th row 6 times = 71 (79, 87, 95) sts. Work even for 10
cm, ending with a WS row. Working full-fashion dbl inc, inc 8
sts on next RS row, then every 20th row 1 time = 87 (95, 103,
111) sts. Work even for 4 cm, ending with a RS row. Next row
(WS): K1f&b in first and last st = 89 (97, 105, 113) sts. Shape
armholes: Working full-fashion dbl dec, dec 2 sts at each end
of next RS row, then every 6th row 3 (4, 5, 6) times = 73
(77,81, 85) sts. Work even until armhole meas 21 (23, 25, 27)
cm, ending with a WS row. Shape shoulders and neck: At
each shoulder edge bind off 3 sts 1 time, 4 sts 4 times (4 sts
4 times, 5 sts 1 time / 4 sts 2 times, 5 sts 3 times / 5 sts 5
times). At same time, when working 3rd RS shoulder bind-off
row, work neck as foll: Bind off center 29 sts. Working each
side separately, bind off 3 sts at each neck edge 1 time. No
sts rem.

Front: Work same as back until armhole meas 17 (19, 21, 23)
cm, ending with a WS row. Shape neck: Next row (RS): Bind
off center 15 sts. Working each side separately and working
full-fashion dbl dec, dec 2 sts at each neck edge every RS
row 5 times and when same length as back to shoulders,
shape shoulders same as for back. No sts rem.

Finishing: Sew shoulder and side seams.
